My thoughts on the problems that face prairie today are:
1.  Lack of research on prairie long term.  I believe that we need to have long term research on prairie and reaction to fire for better long term management of the ecosystem. 
2.  Cohesiveness of prairie groups.  Different groups of prairie supporters have differing views on what needs to be done or has been done.  This has led to prairie groups not working together for the betterment of prairie across the state.  There are many people across the state that support prairie for many reasons whether it is a habitat for wildlife, beauty, soil building or nativeness.  There needs to be an annual meeting of these groups to forward prairie across the state. 
3.  WHIP-An awesome tool to do prairie work across the state.  We need to encourage landowners to utilize this tool of the Farm 
Program.
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
