The single most important issue in prairie management is: 
Remnants ARE TOO SMALL!

If we are serious about preserving prairie at all, we need to preserve it on a landscape scale where ever and when ever possible.  Less edge, less opportunity for invasive species, less brush, less genetic degradation, more grassland birds, more opportunities for the future. They can not and will not be here in another 100 years unless we do this.

Money's tight, land prices are high, but we need to buffer, buffer, buffer remnants from the continual barrage of disturbance from around the periphery and from within, preferably using seed from the remnant, if large enough, or from other appropriate sources.
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
