1)  Potential pollution of high quality remnants from native plantings. As more and more roadsides and CRP acres are planted to natives it's only a matter of time before they creep too close to good remnants. Genetic and species pollution may result. Locations of high quality remnants need to be well documented and standards for buffer distances need to be defined and appropriate agencies informed. 

2) DOT won't let Hardin County burn Hubbard Prairie. Other roadsides contain good prairie as well. DOT seems to be getting more anti fire instead of less. We need to work with DOT to loosen restrictions, provide rationale why these roadsides need to be burned and develop specs for how and when to burn them. 
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
